Hi Kevin,

to me this looks like a memory problem. On Windows DataWarrior 32-bit requires a free block of
1.2 GB memory to start. I assume that even if your system claims you have 1.2 GB or more of
free memory, this memory may be fragmented that it cannot be used. You may try to starting
DataWarrior just after reeboot. Or, which may not an option for you, I recommend using Linux
(e.g. Centos or Ubuntu) for old (and new) computers, because Linux uses resources more
efficiently, typically runs faster and more stable and definitely causes less trouble with
DataWarrior. You could easily finetune the amount of memory according to needs and availability.
