Unfortunately, the 3D-view cannot be copied as vector graphic, because the 3D-engine behind
DataWarrior's 3D-views is JMol, which renders 3D primitives into a pixelbuffer with z-buffer that
remembers every pixel's frontmost z coordinate. There is no way to create vector graphics from
that. | can only suggest to create the view image as large as the memory allows.
